I am  very  grateful for the hard work of our Centennial Task Force, which spent  several months planning the lunch, worship service, archives display,   invitations,  communications,   and many  logistical   details.  I’m  grateful for everyone who attended   that day ,  from near and far, from current active members to former members and pastors. I am grateful  to all the donations , half of which  will help to cover the church’s expenses for this event  and  half   of which will be given to  Lutheran Social Services of Illinois and ELCA World Hunger.   In her sermon, Pastor Carla Thompson - Powell, the Associate to the Bishop for our  conference and Director of Evangelical Mission for our synod, referred to how many thing s  have changed and how many things began in 1923, such as Midway Airport, just a few blocks  from Calvary.  “We’ve come this far by faith,” she aptly began her message.   How many Bible  studies, worship services, youth group meetings, and other events have h appened here in the  past hundred years?  More than can be counted, certainly, but all to the glory of God.   A century ago, faith in Jesus Christ and the desire for a Lutheran congregation motivated  Calvary’s founders to begin a Christian community in the Lu theran tradition in the West Chicago  Lawn neighborhood. The same faith should also motivate us to pray for the guidance of the  Holy Spirit as to how we can not only celebrate  our past  but   also use the resources God has  entrusted to us to continue to procla im the Gospel, prepare disciples, and serve all in God’s  love for many years ahead.   May the eternal God who is beyond the limits of human history continue to bless this  congregation   now and into the future .
