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From the Pastor’s Desk- August  2023
Do not neglect to show hospitality to strangers, for by doing that some have entertained angels without knowing it.  - Hebrews 13:2
We are in midsummer.  Our usual summer drop in attendance seems worse this year since on top of normal attrition, attendance has not rebounded from COVID-19.  Yet even in midsummer, God has been worshipped in vibrant ways in Calvary’s sanctuary, even by those who aren’t our members.  
On July 15, a youth group from St. Thomas Episcopal Church in Menasha, Wisconsin (near Appleton and Green Bay) stayed overnight at Calvary, as they had done in 2017 and 2018.  Calvary was a way stop preceding their mission trip. In 2018, they traveled to Puerto Rico to help with the ongoing efforts to rebuild after hurricanes Irma and Maria devastated much of the island the previous year. This year, they went to help another organization to build houses along the U.S.-Mexican border, near Juarez, across from El Paso, Texas. This year, they walked to Midway Airport just before 3:00 a.m. to check in their large group for a very early Sunday 5:10 a.m. flight. 
Between a pizza supper at Giordano’s and an early bedtime on Saturday evening, however, they had a brief worship service.  Though they had planned a simple service in Luther Hall at the end of their meeting to discuss the next day’s plans before bed, one of the three ordained clergy in their group offered to preside at a simplified communion service.  Another of the adult leaders played her guitar and led singing, and with very short notice, we facilitated a group of over 20 youth and six adults to share communion before their being sent forth to serve those in need. Though our worship attendance is sparse, we want more people to attend our worship in person more regularly, and our evangelism committee has continued to meet during the summer, Calvary’s sanctuary is being used in ways beyond what most of us immediately see. Each week, Maranatha Seventh Day Adventist Church worships in our sanctuary on Saturdays, and Victory Outreach Ministries worships in it on Sunday afternoons.  And occasionally, other Christians who live in, and who travel to, places far from Chicago appear for a brief time to praise God and who pray to be guided on their journeys.  Let us be open to how the Holy Spirit can use Calvary even for those who are not its members, who may not be Lutheran, and who may even just be passing through on a journey to which God has called them.

On Sunday, July 29, 2023, the Rev. Canon Dr. Howard K. Williams was our guest preacher. He spoke about Food For The Poor, a ministry providing direct relief to the poor throughout Latin America and the Caribbean. Canon Williams shared personal witness about Food For The Poor’s mission to care for the destitute as a means of living out the Gospel mandate to love one another. 

Canon Williams was ordained deacon in 1974, was ordained an Episcopal priest in 1975, and became Canon in 2004 and Archdeacon in 2006. He was a teacher and rector of churches in the islands of Jamaica, Bahamas, Turks and Caicos, and here in the USA. He has initiated and spearheaded many groups that aid women and children.
